DEFINIITION OF THE ORGANIZATION:AND
ADMINISTRATION OF THE AFAR NATIONAL
REGIONAL STATE POLICE COMMISSION

WHEREAS, it has become necessary to have a well-
organized and strong Civil Police Institution which is faithful
to the Constitution of the Federal Democratic Republic of
Ethiopia and to the Constitution of the Afar National/
Regional State,-and respectful to the laws enacted in
accordance with the Constitution, equipped with adequate
training required for his profession, and that serves the public,
respects, ensures the observance of human and democratic
rights, and maintains peace and welfare of the public;

NOW, THEREFORE, in accordance with Article 47(b) i
and (g) of the amended Constitution of the Afar National
Regional State Council, it is hereby proclaimed as follows.

PART ONE

General Provisions

1. . Short Title

This Proclamation may be cited as the “Afa: National
Regional State Police Commission 'Establishment
Proclamation No. 22/2003".

2. Definitions

In this Proclamation unless \the context requires
otherwise: :

1) ‘“‘Police Officer’” means a member of the Afar
Regional Police Commission who has received basic
training in the Police profession and is employed by
the Commission; A
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2) “Council"mcans the Council of the Afar National
Regional State Police Commissioners and the Zonal
Police Desk Officials;

3) “‘Official of the Coordinating Bureau’’ or ‘‘Coor-
. dinating Bureau’’ means the Afar National Regional
State Administration and Justice Affair Coor-
dinating Bureau Official or the Afar National
Regional State Administration and Justice Affair
Coordinating Bureau, respectively.

3. Nomenclature

The Afar Region Police Commission shall be called the
" ‘Afar Region I Pollce

4. Establishment

1) The Afar National Regional State Police Commis- -
sion (hereinafter ‘‘the Commission’’) is hereby
established as a Regional Organ having its own legal

- personality, and directing various work-disciplines.

2) Without prejudice to its legal and professional
independence, the Commission shall be accountable
to the Administration and Justice coordinating
Bureau Official.

5. Head Office

1) The Head Office of the Commission shall be in
Semera Town.

2) Pursuant to the structure of the Regional State, the
Commission shall have the Zonal Police Desk and
District Police Offices. In addition, where necessary,
the District sub-Police Stations shall be established
anywhere in the Region.

3) The Commission may  establish Departments,
Services, :Main Sections, and other organs that
carryout the powers and functions of the Commis-
sion.

6. Objective of the Commission =

The objective of the Commission is to maintain peace
and security of the Public by complying to, and enforcing
the Country’s and the Region’s Constitution and other
laws of the country, and by preventing crime through
participation of the people.

7. Powers and Functions of the Commission

The Commission shall have the followmg powers and
*functions:

1) prevent and mvestlgate crlmcs that fall under the
jurisdiction of Region’s courts; '

2) prevent any activities in violation of the Federal and
Regional Constitution; however, if the violation is
over-and -above the Region’s control, to request the
Federal State’s alliance, it offers information to the
Regional State;

3) prevent violence against public peace, hooliganism,
terrorism, trafficking in and transferring of drugs;
and if committed, investigate and bring it before the
law.

4) prevent crimes against the interests and mstltutmns
of the Region;

5) safeguard the security of the. Reglon s borders
airports, railway lines and terminals, mining areas,
and other vital institutions of the Federal and
Regional State in collaborauan with the Federal

- Police.

6) give security protccnon to higher officials of the
Regional state, to higher officials of the Federal State -
and dignitaries of foreign countries;

7). execute orders and decisions of courts,

8) execute orders issued. by the Reglonal Public
Prosecutor with regard to investigation of crimes;

14) accept, when it is deemed nccessary, the delegation
given to him by the Federal Police in accordance

15) delegate, as may be necessary; its powers to other
organs and civil servants for the execution of certain
functions; :

monitor their operation, set:up and administer the
Region’s police training school;

17) facilitate and participate the police ofﬁcers in the
internal and overseas training opportunities in order
to upgrade the professional competence of the
police;

18) establish relations and exchangc information with
the Federal and Regional Police Commissions;

19) enter into contracts, own property, sue and be sued in
its own name;

- 20) register individually-handed weapons according to

the rules, regulations and directives se#by the region,
and issue the license.

Any police recruit shall take oath upon employment
declaring that he carries out his functions with diligence
and utmost commitment to the Federal and Afar Region’s

- Constitution so that he fulfills the demands of public trust

and professional responsibility bestowed on him. Con-
tents of the oath shall be determined by the Regulation.

Delegation of Police Powers to Civil Servants

Police powers'may be delegated to a civil servant,
administered- under the Region’s Civil Service
Proclamation, for cases that require special skill.
The police power to be delegated pursuant to Sub-
Article (1) of this Article shall be only to the extent
that may be required for the matter.
